Blood Tubing Material 

Nipro Blood tubing material is clear in color as opposed to Medisystems frosted 
lines or Fresenius CombiSet, which is tinted blue. 
 

Transducer Protectors 
Nipro factory ships transducer protectors pre-torqued, reducing the risk of 
replacement as well as maintaining an aseptic connection. 
 

Clamps 
Nipro clamps are color-coded; Red clamps for the arterial side and blue clamps 
for the venous side. This visual aid assists the staff to identify the individual lines 
and components during treatment more quickly if issues arise. 

 
Priming Set 

Nipro Priming set is removable and offers two types of medication ports: Luer 
lock needleless and a “Y” injection port especially designed for use with Nipro 
DoseSaver Syringes. Fresenius IV set is permanently attached to the arterial line. 
 

Medication Ports 
Nipro medication ports are imbedded with an extra wide shield and protective 
outer ring for additional protection and control when injecting medication or 
drawing blood. Medisystems medication ports protrude above the shield. 

 
End caps 

Nipro end caps are white and vented to minimize cross contamination during 
priming recirculation and rinse-back.  

 
Product Code Labeling 

Nipro packaging contains specific dialysis machine information identifying the 
correct blood tubing line with the appropriate machine, reducing the risk of using 
the incorrect line and machine combination.  

 
Packaging 

Nipro uses gas permeable tape to allow sterilization gasses in, contaminants out. 
Medisystems uses slits in package. Nipro package also features tear notch for 
easy opening.

Nipro offers personal hands-on Instructional Educational and in-service. Nipro 
Connect Program offers Continued Education Units (CEU) credits for facility 
staff attendance.
